Sgt. Elmore was born Jan, 23,
1921, and prior to the outbreak of
World War II, lived all his life in
Hinton. He entered the servicz on
Aug. 6, 1942, was assigned to the
§8th Infantry Division, and left for
overseas duty In Nov. 1943. He
was first assigned to.the North Afri-
can theatre of war and was later
transferred to Ilaly.

Sgt. Elmore was awarded the Pur-
ple Heart for wounds received -in
action and an Oak Leaf Cluster
when he was injured in action a
second time, He held the Combat
Infantryman’s Badge. He served
with . the 350th Infantry Regiment,
a unit which paced Gen, Mark
Clark's Fifth Army smash north-
ward in Italy. The entire division
to which Sgt. Elmore was attached
has beén commended for participa-
tion in important actions.

He was the 39th Summers coun-
ty man to be killed in action in
World War II.
