Dr. Riffe had been in il health for
some time, but 'pergisted most dili-
‘fgently in maintaining his practice, en
|gaging a chauffeur to drive him
when he found:that the exertion was
too much for his strength. Monday
he muffered a heart attack and his
more intimate friends became alarm-
ed over hie condition. This fact waa
.|not generally known, and, ooRse-
quently, when his death was announ-
ced it came ag a‘distinct shock

One incident which may have ag-
gravated Dr. Riffe's cage was the rob-
bery ot his office, in the Dew Bulld--
fng. Thieves . "broke in BSaturday
night or Sunday and carried off o
number of articles, including a type-
writer.” The matter plainly worried
him when the robbery was discover-
ed Monday and it was later [n the
day when he suffered his first heart
attack.” . ;

Be-
aldes his large private practice which
he had. estahlished at Coyington, he
was the physician for the st~ VI
ginia Pulpy and Paper Company’s
Covington mill, He was a member
of the Granbery Memorial Methodist
church, a Shriner, a member of the
Rotary Club and a member of the
American Medical Association.
